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not act under compulsion, and he is compelled or unfree when he is hindered from without in the

realization of his natural desires. Hence he is unfree when he is locked up, or chained, or when

someone forces him at the point of a gun to do what otherwise he would not do. This is quite clear,

and everyone will admit that the everyday or legal notion of the lack of freedom is thus correctly

interpreted, and that a man will be considered quite free. ..
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
