Before we plunge in10 the proof of 

this lbesis, certain background information 

about their au1hors, the time and circuros1aoccs 

of their composition, the audiences they were 

meant for nnd oLbcr reluted molters which 

serve to shed light on tbc problem uoder 

discussion mw.l first be given. 

Sophocles (496-406/S B.C) bclooged 

Lo the Homeric world where men felt at 

home; whereas Jean Anouilh ( 1910-) belongs 

to the fragmented world of the twentieth 

century where man is homeless, lonely ond 
• lost. Sopboclc s play was written lo 441 B.C., 

while Anouilh's in 1942 A.O. Sophocle's 

play was addressed to the Greeks of Lhc

But one of the most astounding facts 

~bout these two plays is that 1bough wrillen 

by two men of different climes and epochs 

;ind addressed 10 equally different audiences. 

they were both instan1 successes and propelled 

their nuibon to name and fame. 

The reasons for this are 001 far to 

seek. The situation of the Thebans, described . ' in Sophoclc s play, parollclcd 1bat of the 
• French. described in Anouilh s. Thebes was 

under Lbe 1yranny of Creoo as France was 

under tha1 of HiUer. The leaders of rbc 

people in both countries were demoralised 

and preached submission nod coopcrntion. 

Just :is Antigone opposed Creon $0 1hc Frencd 

Resistance Movement opposed Hitler and the 

{;ermans. 801h play\\'Tights provided their 

respective countrymen a S)mbol of determined 

opposition to 1yrnnny in the person of Antigone. 

She md asserted the right of the 

iadividual 10 live by tbe light of his con'ICicncc. 

She bad o,·ercome all cfforu to m3lce her 

compromise ond give in to Lhc wishes of the 

tyranl. She had questioned his tight to make 

laws that were patently agJinst the l:lws of 

the gods and ;1gninst Greek trnditions. No 

tbre.lt>, not even the threat of dc11b, could 

make her swerve from her iron resolve to 

live by her convictions. She was prepnred to 
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payany price rather than betray her convict-

ions. In this way , she had died a martyr of 

inttgrity. She bad gone to her glorious doom 

with open eyes, a doom she bad chosen for 

herself by her heroic refusal. Thttt people 

needed such a symbol of heroism accoun~. 

at least, in part, for the instant success of the 

t WO plays. 

Tho plot. in both plays, is sub>1nntially 

Lbc same. Before 1 he 1c1100 begins, Polyneices 

and Etcoele$, the two sons of Oedipus, lmd 

killed ench other, in their struggle for the 

throne of their father. As the play opens. 

Creon, the new kfng. hos given a royal buriaJ 

to EteoclC$ but has forbidden, under pain of 

death, hurrnl rites to Polyncoccs. Antii:one, 

sister to both brothers, disobeys 1he orde of 

the king and buries Polyneiccs. Creon is 

enraged and orders her death. But it hos 
• unexpected consequences. Haemon, the king, s 

son sommi1s suicide nnd dies with Antigone, 
• his beloved, and Eurydice, the kings wire, 

• kills hcrseJr, bc3ring or bcr sons death. Creon 

is lef1 heartbroken to rue the consequences of 

bis stubborn and roorish pride. 

Though the plot is substantially 1he 

same in both plays, Anouilh gives centrnl 

prominence 10 1he coofrontauoo beswccn 

Creon and Antigone nod dovo1cs 10 it one-

third of his rlay. In Sophocles. the canfronlA· 

tion between tbe two 1nkes only onc·firlceoth 

of tho whole play, s hundred lines, in foo1. 
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lo 1.be confrootatioo sceoce. io bo1b 

plays, Creon is acting to save bis race. lo 

Sophocles, be clearly prefers An1igone's dea1b 

as the best means to ochieve ibis end. He 

makes no bones of the fact tbot, with her 

death, be will have everything, because, with 

that, be will have got rid or the one voice 

1h3t oppo5es his autocr11ic way piques him is 

tha1 1hc, n woman, should dare op{I05e him, 

wbco all else meekly submit to bis will. This 

be canool tolerate. So she must go. He says : 

''I'm no man- / she is a man, she is the 

king-/ ir sbo gets away with this."(sophacles: 

11· 5R9-91; p. 40) 

In Anouilh, however, tbe accent is on 

uvlng her. To this end, he asks her to 

extricoto herself from her situation by giving 

ou1 that she bas been ill and keeping to her 

bed ; tempts her with marriage to H3emon; 

1ccuses bcr of de&pisiog him and wanting to 

spit oo his face; accepts that he may by 

wrons in denying burial to Polynic:es as burial 

would bnvc been more bygeoic ; Justifies bis 

eonducl, nevertheless, by saying that he acted 

as he did to teach the Thebans a lesson ; 

tries lo destroy ber faith in her brothers by 

disclosina that they were both disloyal to thier 

father ; tells her that she bas oo reason to 

thi nk tbDt be bas favoured one at the upcosc 

of the other, since in their death they were 

so indstioguisbable that he merely buried tbe 

bolter looking corpse; pleads with her to lnle 

Sebastian Vila ngiyil 

pity oo him and t.tnclerst&nd hts position aod 

not to throw away her own life and happiness 

by making him do a thing be does not want 

to. II is only when Antigone turos down all 

these arsuments aod insists on going her own 

way and shows him wbnt a contemplible 

person be actually is that he rcluotnntly 

decrees her death. 

As compared wilb Sophocles play, lbere 

arc some omissio05 and additions in Aoouilb' s.. 

The more serious omission is the secne between 

Creon and Teiresias. lhe blind prophet. lo 

Anouilb"s Play, there is no last minute chanse 

of mind in Creon as in that of Sophocles. 

Among the additions that Anouilh makes. 

Anti1ooe's talk with her nurse and the tender 

sune with Haemon serve to throw lig bl on .. ,, 
her character : she is oo good girl. She 

refuSC$ to be one aod that is the cause of all 

bet trouble. 

Botb plays begin at sunrise. Amisooe 

aod lsmeoe discuss tbe burial or their brother 

und the order of the king. lsmcnc advocoteJ 

obedience. Io Sophocles, Antigone decides to 

bury her brother. [n Anouilh, she llAs already 

done so. 

In both plays, Anri&one is shown as a 

free agent. In Aoou.ilb, she is sbown as needing 

eoc:oun1geme11t1 understanding aod love. In 

Sophocles, in the beginning, she belrl\)'S no 

human weakness. lo tbc scene with Racmon, 

sbe asks him to l!ioJd her tisbt so that bis 
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streng1 h may strengthen h•r for the .ordC!lll 

ahead. In both she r~ets having to die 

without having known husband, Jove and 

children. · 

ln Sophocles, Creon is a stubborn tyrant 

who rofuses 10 pay heed 10 the pleadings of 

.his son and the waroings of the blind prophet 

almost to the end. And all that he wants is 
• Antigone s death. Jn Auouilh, he is a suvave 

aod persuasive politicinn who uses all the 

tricks of bis trade to break down her opposi· 

lio9. lie is a cunning and wily opportunist 

who will use aoy means to achieve bis end. 

The confro11tat.ioo between Creon and 

Haemon. in both plays, refleets the one 

between Creon and Antigone. lo Sophocles, 
• Creon reels insulted by his soo s taking the 

side of a woman against him as be bad felt 

inst1J1cd by a womam; defiance of his decree 

in the CQrlier, and it hardens his hea rt apinsl 

bis son as the earlier one had hardened his 

bearl uguinst her. He tells his son: "vou 

don't insult me and go off laughing." (and 

~der the guards: Bring her here: Let him 

-sec her./ Kill her here, beside her bridegroom'' 

(Sopboeles: 11. 920-22; p. 5t) But, in 

Anouilh, he pleads bis helplessness to save 

bet', as be hnd pleaded bis holplessncss to 

psevent her death in the t'nrlicr. Ho a~ks his 

so11 to grow up and to cease thinking of hilll 

as sll-powerfut (Anouilh; p. 226). 

H~emon is motivated by bis l >Ve and 

duty to make bis father sec sens~ just us 
Anilgo ne was motivated by her love and duty 
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to bury her brother. It is Jove for Antigone 

lbat gives him ~ourage to disobey bis father, 

just !IS it was Jove for her brother thot gave 

her courage to disobey his decree. 

With the exceptl9n of Teiresius, the 

m3in dramatic ch11racters remain the same in 

both plays. Anouilh, however, ltdds a nurse 

and a page to the Sophoclean characters and 

reduces the chorus to a s1ogle person. lo 

Sophocle.s. the chorus is composed of Theban 

elders, (cd by l<.Qr) pbaios who acts as their 

spokesman. In bolh, the chorus bridgo the gap 

between aCtbrs and audience by serving as 

commcnrators and consultants. 

Both displlly great insights ioto buman 

nature and the bumaa predicament. Both 

reveal the split in man"s being that divides 

him. Bolh show that consclou~ness is man's 

curse as well as his s!ory. They show that 

individual and society are so intimately bound 

together that otte cannot violate tho one 

without violating the other. Law and love, 

life Md love are similarly bound together, 

Separate IQW from Jove and the result is 

soarchy; separ~te love from la1v ~nd the 

result is tynmny. Sep~rate love from lire 

aod life becomes empty and mcnningtess. 

Separate lire from love and there is only 

death. Not only halo bUl love •lso kills. Lo ve 

inspires.Antigone to die rather than deny burial 

to her b<otber. Love inspires TlJemon to die wlth 

bi.s beloved. The Jove tbnt mspi rcs Amigone 

makes Creon to want to get rid of ber and 
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Haemon's love for Antigone makes Creon 

despise and ha1e him. 

Bo1b plays revolve round the same 

themes: f'rcodom, decision, responsibl!ly. 
• Both accent man s rc.sponsibility to act aoc:or-

ding to his coovictioos and its inavitabte 

consequence : tragedy. 

rhe analysis tbat follows is based on 

the theory Lhat Antigone is a tragic heroine 

because she destroys bersetF by ber decision 

1.0 act according 10 her convictions, her 

decision to be true to berse1r. 

To umlcr.aund ho\V the decision to be 

true 10 herself brings 1tbOul her tragedy, \Ve 

must bave certain insigbts into the nature or 

m~n and what impels him to act the way he 

does, 

.Man is a self-reflecting animal in th3t 

bl.' atone bas the ability to objectify himself, 

10 stnml op3rt from himself, as it were, and 

to con5ider the kind of being he is, and wbat 
3 

it is th~t be wanis to do and to become. 

Such rerieetion reveals that to exist as 

n stlf is to stand in the p0uibillty or becoming 

nL one with oneself, of CulfiUing oneself or 

ot boing divided In one•elf, separated from 
• 4 

one s true self. In 1hc case of man, tnen 
• • to · be means 10 be faced with tho 

• • choice to be or not to be, to gain existence 

in the full ~cn<c or let it slip away. 
5 
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To be a man, then , is to be faced with 

a choice : to be at one with himself ot to b& 

calrangcd f rom. ltlmaclf. !n man, this chqicc 

expresses itself as an inner compulsion to reel 
totally good about himself and bis world. By 

becomin11 at one with himself, he can sotisfy 
this inner ill!perative. 

The moral [inner} imperative is the 

demand to become actually what one is 

essen1ially and therefore potentially. It is 1he 
• power of mans being, given to him by nature, 

wbicb be ihoU ac1unllze in time and ~pace. 

His true being shall become bis ocwnt befng-

tbis is the morBl [ianerJ imperative. And 

since bis true bailng is the being of a por.sotl 

in a coromunity or per so~, the moral [tnoer) 

impet;i tivo 11ns 1 his content: 10 become a 
person. Every morn! act is an act in which 

an individual self establi&bes itself as n person. 

Therefore, a mor3l act is not an act in 

obedience to an' external law, human or dlvine. 

It is the inner law ot ou.r true being, of our 

essentia l or created nature. which demands 

that we aotualize what follows from it. i\nd 
an antimoral net is n~l tho transgrC$;ion of 

one Or several precisely circumscribed com-

mands, but an act thnl contradicts the self-

realization of the penon as a person and

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~fan cao feel good about himself only 

when he suooceds in establishing himself as 

a person within a community of persons. But, 

unfortunately, there is no straightforward way 

to accomplish this because· becoming a person 

involves a dull! process v. hich, in practice, 

tend to cancel each other out. These are the 

processes of self-assertion and setr-,surrendcr. 

Man needs to assert himself to satisfy 

his urge for self-expansion. He strives to 

achieve Ibis by developing his unique girls 

and makin,g bis distinctive cootributioo to the 

world. Self - expansion involves thrusting 

oneself forward and stickiog out. 

Man also needs to be one with 01hers. 

To achieve complete merger and total idcntifi· 

cation Wilh 01ben, he bas to surrender himself. 

But he can do these only at a terrible 

cost: ir be chooses to expand bis uniqueness, 

be risks cutting himself off from natural 

dcp~deocy ; if be &urrenders to bis desire 

for merger aod union, he risks railing to 

develop bit11Self. 

Ma.n lhus has the absolute tension of 

dualism. Individuation means that be bas to 

oppose himself to the rest of cre11tion. Merger 

means that be bas to sacrifice his Individuality, 

The one creates ao isolation that be cannot 

stead, )Ct needs, to develop uniquely; while 

lbe other brings about a union that destroys 

lndividualily, yet needs, to achieve merger. 

The one creates lbe uniqueness wbicb becomes 
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such a burden because it serves to reveal his 

maltness and unimportanoe : while the other 

aehicves a union tbat destroys all self-expan-
• sion. Mans inoer imperative. thus, calls him 

10 an unequal struggle in which he must 

perish., if be b11s tb.c courage to undertake it; 

or Jacking the courage, ho must give up the 

squggle aod feel guilty. 

The call to good11ess-self-aclualization 

ts the call 10 greatness and heroism. Accepting 

the call means accepting the tragic doolt\ tbaL ., -
it inevitable brings with it. But accepfiD& the 

call is also man's opportunity for glory, for-

heroic setr-cxpansioo. 

This call is uncompromising. Its fulfill-

ment requires uncompromising fidelity 10 one-
• self and one s· conviclions. 

Thi~ truth finds its best literary expres-

sion in tragedy, though not in the Aristotelian 

sense. DiscussiJig tbQ nature of the tragic plot, 

Aristotle says that a good man must not be 

show as passing from bappiness to misery ; 

lhot the misfortune must be the result of 

some error of judgment ( Poetics : 13) and 

the tragic deed mus1 preferably be done in 

ignoraoce (Poetics: 14 ). 

Now, the Antigone plays under consi· 

deration violate these Aristotelian cannons.

So he acls against his knowledge 

and thus become a witness against hiinself. 

In this way, be betrays himself. 

This study, ~hen, points to one SUie 

conclusion: when knowledge bas attained the 

status of conviotion , it becomes )l!lrt of the 

self and so man cannol go against bis convic-

tion Without rearing himself apart. 

Mnn is called upon to actualize himself, 

to feel totally good about himseJf. Actualizing 

bimself means to be true to himself: 1bat is. 

aoring according to bis coavicrions of what is 

good and evil. For this be needs courage. 

Antigone is convinced that she bns to 

oboy the gods. This conviction has bccoroe 

part of herself. She cannot, therefore, act 

against her conviolion.s, without teBiing lleISelf 
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apart. When she acts accqrding to her coo· 

victioos, she follows the inner imperative to 

to be true to hergelr. Therefore, ber first 

answer rrom Sophocles (p. 1) can be aptly 

paraphrased by her second snswer from 

Anouilh: FoT nobody. For myself. (p. I) 

Indeed, it cannot be otherwise, since it is the 

inner law of man's true being. 

Her courageous determination to heed 

the voice or her true being-to act according 

to her convictions-brings her to her doom, 

which is ber glory. In this way, she achieves 

heroic self-upansion: apotheosis.
