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Abstract

This paper aims to explore the learning environment of international stu-
dents studying accounting in Assumption University, especially the problems
and inconveniences that they personally encountered. Data collection was
based on a semi-structured interview technique supplemented by a focus group
discussion. The findings of interviews and discussion are analyzed in order to
identify and make recommendations to enhance the quality assurance of the
university.

Introduction

Ever since its establishment as the As-
sumption Business Administration College
(ABAC) in 1969, the Assumption Univer-
sity (AU) has uniquely used English as the
medium of teaching by giving a rare oppor-

tunity to non-native students as well as na-
tive (Thai) students. When Thailand’s
economy grew impressively during 1980s
and early 1990s, AU’s fame as an interna-
tional university attracted not only expatri-
ates’ children but also aspiring students
mainly from neighboring countries as well
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
